In order to assess the types of bird related papers that are being published in bird-centric journals and other journals, I searched in Zoological Record online Natural Sciences database for papers in peer reviewed journals in 2004 with keywords "aves" or "birds" or 
"bird."  This produced a list of 2405 articles. Not wanting to deal with so many, I decided to take the 500 chronologically most recent of these records. 

I made no attempt to edit out those papers that are irrelevant to the question or to include those published in journals not included in this database. 

Once I had downloaded this list  of 500 papers, I sorted it by journal and labeled each journal as bird-centric or not. I then hastily assigned each non-bird-centric journal and each paper in the bird-centric journals to rough categories. Each non-bird journal or bird journal paper was assigned to only one category, even if it could have fit in several. Also note that papers in non-bird journals were categorized according to their journal's category, whatever the paper happened to be about.

If you think this is sloppy and questionable, I shall not argue.

So, 116 of the papers were in bird journals and 384 were in other journals. The percentages of papers assigned to each category for bird journals and other journals are as follows:
